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ABSTRACT

After radical surgery patients with breast cancer received adjuvant chemotherapy or chemo-radiation therapy =+
immunomodulator Polyoxidonium. It was shown that Polyoxidonium treatment within the intervals between FAC cours-
es improves therapy tolerance and reliably decreases frequency of side effects. The results of dynamic assessment of the
immune status revealed positive immunomodulating effect of the drug mainly in patients with initially decreased immune
parameters.
